» Greet and talk to kids and parents as they enter Kids' City.

» Make sure each family knows where they are going informing them of any changes.
» Help distribute information or flyers to kids and families.

» Connect families with Service Coordinator or Campus Director if needed.

» Pray for the kids and families in Kids' City.
